VARSITY SOCCER GAMES

All track equipment and personnel will be off the track and clear of the playing area 5 minutes prior
to the start of the game.

JV SOCCER GAMES
Track athletes and coaches will be allowed to continue practicing during the contest.

Noisemakers, whistles, shouting across the field and other distractions are prohibited.
Runners and equipment will be limited to the two outer lanes of the track..
Extraneous personnel are not allowed on the track or playing area.

Referee’s decisions and requests will be honored.

Every effort will be made to finish practice as quickly as possible after the game
begins.
